Interns 

should be increasing in their knowledge of Islam through the reading given, in order to best 

answer questions from students who come into the center.

Boyce College.  

• Applicants should have a keen interest in Islam and Muslim evangelism.

Interns will serve 4 hours a week in the Jenkins Center for two full semesters (Fall and Spring).
